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Meet Julie and Samantha Dalbec!

This Founders Day we have the pleasure of speaker Julie Brown Dalbec, Gamma EteSan Jose
State. Julie will discuss what Service for Sight means to her and her daughter Samantha.

At two months old, little Samantha was
diagnosed with retinoblastoma; an extremely
rare metastatic eye cancer. One week after
being diagnosed, SamanthaOs right eye was
removed by enucleation. In April 2009,
Samantha received a beautiful baby blue eye
prostheses and it is a perfectmatch to her
healthy left eye. Although she has been going
every month under anesthesia to have her
good eye examined and will continue these
examinations through age four, the genetic
research findings have come back confirming
that she has the spontaneots kind of
retinoblastoma. This means that the gene
abnormality that caused the cancer to form
was only found in her tumor tissue sample and not her blood sample. Her chance of other body
cancers growing is the same as yours and mine, and the chance of andter malignant tumor growing

Samantha has a take charge, "Me Do It!"
attitude toward everything she
encounters. Since she has an older
brother, she sees what he can do
physically and so she has no fears.
Playgrounds are fun because she is
always eager to slide down the biggest
slide. This scares her mother to no end,
but Julie is hoping Samantha keeps this
strong will and no -fear zest for life as she
becomes a young woman.

Little did J ulie know during her Anchor
Splash fundraising days in college that
the Foundation would have a more
significant and meaningful impact on her
life.

During this past year, the Delta Gamma Foundation impacted more than ONE MILLION children and
adults who ar e blind or visually impaired. Our collegians and alumnae logged over 122,000 Service for
Sight hours. Because of you, the Foundation proudly gave $150,000 to 19 Service for Sight
organizations, including our four schools for visually impaired children star ted by Delta Gammas.
